Domestic timber in Finland

The legality of Finnish timber is proven by the current control systems laid
down in the Finnish Forest Act (1093/1996) (amended as (1085/2013) on 1
January 2014) and Timber Measurement Act (414/2013). The Finnish Forest
Centre enforces the Forest Act and almost 150 inspectors carry out checks for
national operators (forest owners) for domestic timber. The core of the control
systems is forest use declaration. Forest use declaration, together with the
certificate of measurement on delivery (Timber Measurement Act (414/2013)),

constitute the due diligence system of the operator, i.e. the forest owner.

The Finnish Forest Centre receives about 100 000 forest use declarations per
year. All the declarations are checked administratively and 0,5-1 % of them
are checked risk-based on the site per year. It means that about 500-1000
field audits are carried out annually. The Finnish Ministry of Agriculture and
Forestry supervise the Finnish Forest Centre and give yearly an order, on the

basis of which the numbers of checks on domestic timber is determined.

The Finnish Agency for Rural Affairs (Mavi) checks the Finnish Forest Centre
inspectors to ensure that they do the enforcing work in accordance with the

national laws.

The legality of Finnish timber is proven by the current control systems laid

down in the Forest Act.

- Do you have any system or documents to verify legal harvest?

The core of the control systems is the Forest Use Declaration. The declaration,
together with a Certificate of Measurement on Delivery, constitutes the

operator’ s due diligence system.

- How is the system managed?

The EUTR competent authority ensures that the national due diligence system
operates In accordance with the law. The Agency for Rural Affairs

(Maaseutuvirasto) is the competent authority.

- How do you verify the authenticity of the issued documents?

These documents must be stored for at least five years and the CA has an
access to this information when checking the due diligence of the operator.
[Remark!: These documents are not export documents and are not required by
the Customs when exported timber or timber products from Finland.] See the

previous answer.

[Forest certification is a market-based, non-regulatory tool designed to
recognize and promote environmentally-responsible forestry and sustainability of

forest resources.]

There are offices of all certification systems applied in Finland.

- How much is the forest area for such certifications?

About 85% of Finnish forests, which are used for commercial purposes, have
been PEFC certified. The area certified under FSC scheme representing about

8% of Finnish forests in commercial use.

The Act on the
FLEGT licensing scheme (1425/2014) implements in Finland FLEGT licensing
scheme and the Agency for Rural Affairs (Maaseutuvirasto) is the Competent

Authority responsible for implementing the FLEGT licensing scheme.

As mentioned earlier, the EUTR regulation applies to all timber imported into
Finland (except for FLEGT licensed timber and timber products). EUTR also

applies to domestic timber and timber products exported from Finland.
